Perhaps, like many of us, you had your firstaunter with AA when you were confined in a haslpitr prison. Since you could
not go out to meetings, AA service brought thensitie” to you.

Your sobriety is not something separate aradtdpom AA service. Service has been there to felp and you've been relying
on it, every step of the way.

Our best protection is a strong, growing, Beroriented membership, men and women who caruictshe newcomers about
their responsibility to AA and, as soon as the reawers’ recovery permits, draw them into servicévagt

able to come into Alcoholics Anonymous with fuliypleges.
There were also those on the fence who had no@pgither
way. On the basic principle that Negroes had tiletttio an
Alcoholics Anonymous meeting, just as well as ansnan
being, it was decided that Negroes should be idvibeattend
open or closed group meetings as visitors.

presence created a precedent for Tradition Three.

These situations are not just past Alcohcknenymous
history. Problems will still arise when a group dtds whether
to exclude alcoholics who have problems other #iieahol or
differing lifestyles. This Tradition does not metiany
additional requirements, outside of a desire tp sliinking.

This compromise worked
because in the mid-1940's, a
number of black alcoholics had
found sobriety through
Alcoholics Anonymous. Out of
this came the first black
Alcoholics Anonymous group;
this can be found in “Jim’s
Story” in the Big Book. The
group is still in existence today
and is known as the
Cosmopolitan Group in
Washington, D.C.

In a 1943 letter, Bill
expressed his frustration and
feelings of futility about the
situation. “Along with you, |
feel very deeply about this race
business. Save this one
question, | suppose AA is the
most democratic society in the
world. All men should have an
equal opportunity to recover
from alcoholism —that is the
shining ideal.”

In 1945, Alcoholics

There is no demand that a prospective member
not have a history of drug abuse, or that he or
she does or does not come from an institution
or that he or she does not have a certain
lifestyle. All alcoholics are welcome.

It is this Tradition that allows those who
may not be of the same social standing, who
many not be of the same socioeconomic
background, or race or culture or sexual
orientation as the person sitting next to them,
to enter the doors of Alcoholics Anonymous.
This Tradition allows all those who want to do
something about their drinking to find that
common solution that we have found. It’s this
Tradition that binds us to that simple principle
of Bill's shining ideal that everyone should
have an equal opportunity to recover from
alcoholism.

When | first came around Alcoholics
Anonymous, | said that | was an alcoholic and
a host of other things. Through the practice of
this Tradition, today | am simply an alcoholic.
It has allowed me to belong and to feel a part
of the magnificent group that we call the
Fellowship of Alcoholics Anonymous.

Anonymous endured another
test of Tradition Three. A man came in needing hehp was
not only black, he was also an ex-convict and ehéryg that
he owned was on his back.

Because of this ideal, when | first entered
the rooms of Alcoholics Anonymous, you told me thalid
not matter how much money | had, what my sexuantation
was or what else | had done.

You simply asked me if | wanted to do somegtabout
my drinking problem. When I replied, “Yes,” you iy said,
