The Underlined Parts

An AA
discusses
what a
"spiritual”
solution
means to him

| got sober in 1988, in

Atlanta, Georgia. It was a

frightening and disconcerting time for me. Back then and in that place,

it seemed to me that fundamentalist Christians dominated meetings.
And | was told, regularly, that if | didn't come to believe in God that

my sobrie ty would be short  -lived.

| heard that over and over again. "Believe, or drink again.”

| knew that couldn't be the case; but | lacked the wisdom to articulate

to myself just exactly why that couldn't be the case.

In those early days, | was counseled by my s ponsor to just ignore all
the religious invocations. But even my sponsor didn't really believe in
his heart that AA was for atheists, even though Bill W. had been
insistent that atheists could find help in AA as much as anyone else.

| couldn't help but not ice that the Big Book was saturated with
religious narrative: God this, God that, and God the other thing. Bill W.
was himself a religious man. So it was only natural that his writing
would reflect those beliefs.

Much to Bill's credit, he was insistent tha t AA be available to the
agnostic and the atheist, as well as to the majority who were religious.
He was so insistent upon this point that, in the end, the words "as we
understood Him" became the only words in all of AA literature that

were underlined.

Why were these words underlined? To emphasize that the non -
religious alcoholic could have a Higher Power that did not grow out of
religious doctrine. The atheist could, for instance, embrace the power

of reason as his Higher Power o afterall, he spent hisen tire drinking
and drunk life forsaking reason in favor of behaviors driven by urges
and whims.

When | finally was forced to stop drinking, | came to realize that my

own personal downward elevator of drunkenness was a pure exercise
in "self -will runriot.”  That is, my decisions and actions were nearly
devoid of reason. | used my feelings as my guide to action and that
drove me, predictably, into the abyss.

I arrived at AA an unprincipled alcoholic, confronting what turned out

to be a program of principles. ( Oh, the irony of it all.)

And principles were things that could be dealt with only if | were to
adopt reason as the basis for making decisions, as the basis for
thinking, as my guide to action.

| discovered that woven into the Steps were principles -- spirit ual
principles, which amounted to statements of virtue that | could
incorporate into my life (in place of urges & whims); I could integrate
these principles on a daily basis in all my affairs.

Honesty, for instance, was one of those spiritual principles. A nd
honesty was one of the principles that | could integrate into my life, in

all my affairs.

But in order to succeed at adopting the spiritual principles, | found that

| would have to embrace reason as my guide for thinking and

Page 6
deciding. | had abandoned re ason as utterly and completely as any
drunk could. And now, in order to recover, | would have to reconsider;

I would have to adopt reason as the guidelines for going forward.

We are told over and over that alcoholism is not a moral issue. But,
recovery fro m alcoholism absolutely depends upon adopting certain
moral principles, namely: the spiritual principles of the Steps.

| would have to ask in any situation: does my decision comport with

the spiritual principles, or not? If my decision aligned with the spi ritual
principles of the steps, then my decision was said to be: "the next

right thing."

It was only the Power of Reason that allowed me this gift of figuring

out what the "next right thing" was in any situation. Without the Power

of Reason, | was atthe m  ercy of pure chance, or at the mercy of my
urges and whims and impulses. Reason had been the missing Power in
my life all those drunk years.

And that discovery explained to me perfectly what everyone was

talking about when they told me that alcoholism is a disease with a
Spiritual Solution.

What, after all, do we mean by "Spiritual Solution?"

Well, it is contrasted with physical solutions such as medicine, surgery,

PT.

A "spiritual" solution is one directed at our consciousness, not at our
muscles, notat  our kidneys, not at our brain, not at any bodily organ.
But how do we treat a consciousness? Well, we subject it to principles.

A "spiritual solution" is a solution that is an appeal to the

consciousness, an appeal to our conscience, an appeal to our moral
values, an attempt to change our own minds.

And AA provides us with a system of principles, which when integrated

as a way of life, brings recovery to us suffering alcoholics. The daily
systematic implementation of AA's principles brings about the famous
"personality change" that we hear so much about; it addresses the

mental obsession that remains after the compulsion to drink has left

us; and the entire AA program is about addressing that mental

obsession.

That is how this entire program is a "spiritual solution" to our problem.
The Big Book describes our "personality change" as "a vast change in
feeling and outlook.” And the essence of that outlook is that we no

longer are obsessed with alcohol.

But in order for that "vast change in feeling and outlook" to be
maintained, we have to maintain it 8 we have to do "the next right
thing" every day; we have to be sure that we are integrating the

spiritual moral principles of the Twelve Steps into our lives on a daily
basis and in all our affairs.

That's what "ma intenance of our spiritual condition" means! The "daily
reprieve" is all about embracing the spiritual principles as a way of life.

So it turns out that maintaining our "spiritual condition" does not

require us to engage in religious incantations. Religion in AAis
optional.

When Bill W. insisted that "as we understood Him" be underlined, he

was telling us that our Higher Power did not have to be the religious
notion of a big consciousness without a body; he was telling us that

our Higher Power did not have to entail pretending to believe in a
mystical, supernatural realm.

Maintaining our "spiritual condition" primarily requires us to use our
conscious reason to drive our actions, to make sure that each of our
decisions is aligned with the Principles woven i nto the Twelve Steps.
